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Dr. Greg Tyrell did both his BSc and MSc at the University of Alberta in the field of Microbiology and Medical Microbiology. He subsequently completed a PhD at the University of Toronto in 1992 in the Department of Microbiology. After completion of his PhD, Dr. Tyrrell completed a two year clinical microbiology residency program also at the University of Toronto. After completing his training at the University of Toronto in 1994, Dr. Tyrrell moved to Halifax where he took up the position of Associate Microbiologist with the Victoria General Hospital and Assistant Professor in the Department of Microbiology at Dalhousie University. He is a consultant in Infectious Diseases and Medical Microbiology at the Centre Hospitalier Universitaire de Sherbrooke (CHUS), a 685-bed academic Center. He completed a Masters in Clinical Epidemiology at the University of Toronto in 2005. He is junior clinician scientist of the Fonds de la Recherche en Santé du Québec and his particular areas of interest include group A streptococcal infections, antibiotic stewardship and Clostridium difficile infections.

Dr. Nick Daneman completed his Medical Degree at the University of Toronto in 2001.  Following completion of his fellowship training in internal medicine and infectious diseases in 2006, he pursued a Masters of Science in Clinical Epidemiology in the Department of Health Policy, Management & Evaluation (HPME).  Throughout his training he has received awards for scholarly excellence, highlighted by the Cody Gold medal from the Faculty of Medicine, the Claire Bombardier award for most promising student from the Department of HPME, the Mark Bisby fellowship from the Canadian Institute for Health Research, and a nomination for the Governor General Gold Medal Award from the School of Graduate Studies.

Dr Allison McGeer, MD, FRCPC completed an undergraduate and master’s degree in biochemistry and went on to obtain her medical degree at the University of Toronto. She specialized in internal medicine and infectious diseases followed by a fellowship in hospital epidemiology at Yale New Haven Hospital. 
She returned to Mount Sinai Hospital in 1989 as microbiologist and director of infection control. She has developed a diverse clinical and epidemiologic research group which has established a successful collaborative network for conducting population based surveillance for infectious diseases.
